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Plan to step up antí-drugs campaign 

Bush is willing 
to sends troops 

to Colombià

PRESIDENT BUSH made clear last night that, despite America's 
tràgic experience in Vietnam, he would be willing to risk sending 
combat troops to Colombià to join the war against the cocaine cartels. 

At the same time, he outlined a new anti-drugs plan that included 
greatly increased military and economic aid to heip the Latin Ameri-
can nations that supply most of the cocaine sold in the United States 
Mihtary aid provided for in the plan will be in the form of equipment 
and non-combat advisers already being sent to Colombià under emer-
gency measures announced by Mr Bush last month. 

Mr John Major , the Foreign Secretary, wil l dis-
cuss the war on drugs wi th M r Bush in Washing-
ton next week during bis first overseas visit since 
h isappo in tment in July. 

Mrs Thatcher ordered top-level contacts this 
week between British and Colombian ofRcials as 
the International drive against the cocaine cartels 
intensifies. She also has promised extensive aid to 
Colombia 's President Barco in his fight against 
the drugs barons.

The plan included a package 
of proposals for fighling drugs 
in the Uni led States with gel-
tough measures against dealers 
and st i f fer pena l l ies against 
users, including revoca tion of 
drivinglicences. 

Political foes compiained that 
Mr Bush's goats were stunning 
in their modesty and queslioned 
where he will find enough mon-
ey to pay for the plan withoul 
raising laxes. 

But Mr Bush's resolve has 
s i r u c k a r e s p o n s i v e c h o r d 
among voters who worry about 
the effect of dn igs on their chil-
dren. To be sure. the plan car-
ries a poíi l ical risk if it goes the 
wav nf everj- other failed ivar nn 
drvgs dating back 23 years to 
President Kennedy 

Yet desp i te ihe increas ing 
drugs violence in Washington 
and other American cities. there 
Is evidence that Ihis t ime M r 
Bush's hopes raay be within the 
buundsofpossibi l i ty, 

A new Government siudy on 
drug abuse has found a 37 per 
cent decrease since 1985 in the 
number of people savmg thi-ï-
use illicit drugs. 

Other studies al.so indicate a 
gradual dc t i ine under Ihe drum-
boai uf ant i-drugs warn ings 
directed at the young. Even so
